
Russell Levesque Home and Business Essay Contest 
Rules and Regulations 

ABOUT THE CONTEST: 

Participants will have to write an essay about "Why I would like to own a home and 

business in Caribou, Aroostook County, Maine". 

1) ELIGIBILITY: 

This contest is open to anyone at least eighteen (18) years of age as of the date of entry. 
All Judges of the essay contest, owners of the home and business and any immediate families of 
those mentioned are DISQUALIFIED and are not eligible to participate in the contest. Multiple 
entries are allowed by the individual, but every entry must be submitted separately along with its 
own entry fee and followed by the requirements indicated below. 

2) ESSAY ENTRY FEE: 

Each Entrant must include the entry fee of$200.00 in U.S. Funds by a cashier's check or 
money order payable to: Russell Levesque Essay Contest. Personal checks will not be accepted. 
All entry fees will be held in an escrow account especially created for the contest until the contest 
is completed and a winner is notified. • 

Should the minimum number of2,SOD entries are not received by October 31,2009 for 
any reason, the entire entry fee will be refunded. Refunds for non-compliance entries will not be 
allowed. 

3) ENTRY DEADLINE EXTENSION: 

The owner reserves the right to extend any deadlines mentioned in this docwnent for a 
period offorty-five (45) days if the minimum number of required essay entries is not met by the 
original entry date deadline. 

4) REQUIREMENTS: 

In order for each entry to be completed, it must consist of an signed entry form; a written 
essay, and an entry fee. All entries must also (1) consist of a formal essay of 100 words or less in 
English; (2) must be legibly hand written or typed; (3) only one side of the paper shall be used; 
(4) name and address ofentrant must only appear on the entry form, not on the essay; (5) the 
essay must include the theme name at the top which will not count as the 100 word limit; and (6) 
include a self-addressed stamped envelope, which will be used for either notification ofwinner or 
a refund as mentioned in item #2 above. 
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5) JUDGES; 

This contest will include a panel of three judges to review and detennine the winner.
 
Every entry, that meets the above stated requirements, will be judged based on originality, human
 
interest, ~xpression of thought, and creativity. The decision of the Judges shall be final.
 

6) ESSAY ENTRY DEADLINE: 

Entries must be postmarked on or before Saturday, October 31, 2009 at midnight eastern
 
standard time. Each entry should be addressed to "Russell Levesque Home and Business Essay
 
Contest, 539 Access Highway, Caribou, Maine 04736". The Entrant will be responsible for lost,
 
late, misdirected or postage-due entries. Entries that are received or postmarked after the
 
deadline herein listed, will be returned to the Entrant unless the contest has been extended and
 
has been announced.
 

7) RESULTS OF TIIE WINNING ESSAY: 

The winner of the essay contest shall be selected within fifteen (15) days of the entry 
deadline or the extended deadline. The winner shall be contacted by either one of the following: 
via telephone, e-mail andlor by certified letter. If the winner elects to refuse the prize or cannot 
be reached by any of the above within five (5) days, then the prize shall be granted to the runner 
up chosen by the panel of Judges. 

8) TAXES/FEES: • 

The seller will be responsible for any and all real estate transfer taxes, real estate and 
personal property taxes up to the date of transfer, owners title insurance for the winner and sellers 
attorney fees. . 

The winning Entrant shall be responsible for fees ofany kind such as income and gift 
taxes, that may be imposed upon or arising out ofsuccessful participation in this essay contest.
